



Telephone Consent

The following written consent serves as signed documentation for oral informed consent (such as telephone surveys) for the protection of the participant.  Federal requirements mandate that informed consent shall be documented by the use of a written consent form and in the case of oral presentation must be witnessed.
This consent serves as documentation that the required elements of informed consent have been presented orally to the participant or the participant’s legally authorized representative by using the below telephone consent script.

VERBAL CONSENT DOCUMENTATION FOR PARTICIPATION.

SAMPLE – USE TO CREATE THE SCRIPT

HELLO--I am a [describe who you are, including university affiliation, e.g., student in (Department) at the Site Name]. We are conducting research [describe project and method of data collection]. You are being contacted because / I would like to ask you questions about [explain why you are calling, e.g., random survey]. If you agree, I would like to ask you some questions about [describe nature of survey]. The survey should take [specify amount of time]. Your responses are [confidential] and will be grouped with other people who are called. Do you have any questions about the research project?  I will be documenting your consent to participate. May I proceed with the first question?
